
Committee & Program Policy: Bylaws Committee


A. The bylaws committee oversees the process of amending the bylaws. The committee shall consist of 3 to 5 members including the chair.

B. The chair shall receive all proposed amendments to the national bylaws. After review by the committee the proposed amendment will be made available to the membership, along with the committee’s recommended action.

C. The committee will work with the Incorporation committee to assist newly incorporating chapters and states with their bylaws.

From sec 3:
1. The Bylaw Committee serves to advise the national board regarding interpretations or possible revisions of the AVVA Bylaws, in accordance with guidelines and determination of the Corporation.

II. COMMITTEE AND PROGRAM POLICY:  Bylaws Committee 

A. PURPOSE

1. The Bylaw Committee serves to advise the national board regarding interpretations or possible revisions of the AVVA Bylaws, in accordance with guidelines and determination of the Corporation.

B. COMMITTEE STRUCTURE

1. The committee chair will appoint, with board approval, 2 to 4 additional committee members.

2. The committee chair will receive all Bylaw Change Proposals, and forward them to the committee members for review. 

a. The committee will review each change request, and either recommend it, offer a revised text, or recommend denial.
b. The result of the review will be provided to the board and to the membership.

3. The Bylaws Committee will work together with the Incorporation Committee during the incorporation process for states and chapters.

4. The Bylaws Committee will work with the Disciplinary Committee, when needed for clarifications, when action is pending, or in process.
